Advice Period

Either surveyor or either Owner 
may contact the Third Surveyor 
during this process for advice or 
determination (not applicable if 
only Agreed Surveyor appointed).

Award Appeal

Either Owner may 
appeal the Award in 
Court within 14 days 
if unhappy.

Both surveyors select a 'Third 
Surveyor’ and inform each 

Owner who has been selected.
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
